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2.0 Rating Authority Valuations — VGV Discussion Paperreleased December 2008 —
update

The most significant changes to the paper releas&kcember 2008 revolves around each
Council having the option to retain the Valuatiogess at Council level or to “nominate
and have the VGV manage the valuations for the €ibuather than the VGV compulsorily
taking the process across the state.

The Valuation of Land Amendment Bill 2009 was intnoed to Parliament for the first
readingon the I’ of September, 2nd reading (i.e. Bill presentedPod September with
debate apparently deferred until 16 Sept 2009.

The Valuation of Land Amendment Bill 2009 has beroulated to group members via email
on Friday 4' September

Some basic points for noting:
s2 expected operation of amended act by 1/5/2010

Clause 30 provides a transitional provision for.sB3% Council would need to
nominate by 30/9/2010 if it wants VGV to do the 2G#&val

s5 VGV required to establish & maintain data basermake parts publicly available
(for a fee)

s10 Council can choose to nominate VGV as valuatighority

The Bill awaits debate and vote to establish if the Government has the numbers to adopt it as
legislation.

5.2 Lodgement of Objections timeframes for SRO

Section18 of the VLA required an objection to beged "within 2 months after the
notice" is given.

This refers to the notice of the valuation or atlyeo notice issues by another rating
authority included Land Tax Notices issued by SRO.

The VGV suggests that an extra 5 days should bevetl for mailing to enable the
notice to be "given" to the ratepayer.

VGV policy is that any recommendation notices reedithat are not within

in this timeframe will be returned to valuers/coilsas not able to be processed
within the terms of the VLA.

Date of notice for land tax refers to the datehefitand Tax Notice and should be
supplied to Councils by SRO.

The VGV cannot process any recommendations thaCthmcils submit that is
outside the timeframes of section 18.
